As dusk fell, she and her two
female helpers (wearing concealed heat pads on the cold, clear evening) slowly
proceeded to the centre of the garden, creating a sublime art piece lasting 10
minutes. Mori left behind a bowl of pearls, which attendees could keep, as she
and her attendants disappeared through the Moongate.
